         BOARD OF ABATEMENT MINUTES	
        TOWN OF DANVILLE
July 20, 2016


The Board of Abatement met at 5:52 p.m. at the Danville Town Clerk’s office on July 20, 2016 for the purpose of considering abatement requests from Calvin and June Kittredge and Vincent Nadeau, Dianne Nadeau, Walter Bernier, Jr. and Nicole Bernier.  Members present were Steve Cobb, Phyllis Sweeney, Kenneth Linsley, Dianne Langmaid, Angelo Incerpi, Virginia Incerpi, and Wendy Somers.  Listers present were Tim Ide, Gail Devereaux and Marcia Pettigrew.

Steve Cobb, Chair called the meeting to order at 5:52 p.m.  The Statutory Oath was administered to all Board of Civil Authority members and Listers present.  The appellants (Calvin and June Kittredge) did not appear so the board members reviewed the Abatement Hearing Request which stated “under 24 VSA 1535 (a) (3), Taxes of persons who are unable to pay their taxes, interest and collection fees”.  The delinquent taxes were subsequently paid in full on February 26, 2016, so the board felt that they no longer qualified under the statute statutory criteria.  

Town Clerk, Wendy Somers asked that the “Notice of Abatement Decision” include a recommendation for Calvin and June Kittredge to contact the Area Agency on Aging to get assistance with filing their annual Homestead Declaration with the State of Vermont along with the income sensitivity portion.  This is not currently being done and it would get the Kittredges a residential tax rate as well as possibly a property tax adjustment, which would reduce their taxes due.  The board was in agreement to include this comment. 

The appellants for the second hearing (Vincent Nadeau, Dianne Nadeau, Walter Bernier, Jr. and Nicole Bernier) also did not appear.  The Board then reviewed the Abatement Hearing Request form, under 24V.S.A 1534 (a) (5) “Taxes in which there is manifest error or mistake of the listers”.  After reviewing the information with the Board of Listers, it was determined that there was no manifest error and the appellants should have met with the listers to discuss the value of the property and not file for an abatement of taxes.

The hearing was closed at 5:58 p.m.

With no other business, Ken Linsley made a motion to adjourn at 5:58 pm., which was seconded by Angelo Incerpi and voted in the affirmative.
